Brushes:  3/4" Flat, #6, #12, Foliage Brush.  
Bring angles or flats whatever you are  
comfortable with.  
 
Surface:   A 12" square gallery wrapped 
canvas.  You may use any surface that will 
fit a 12" square pattern.  If you use 
masonite, be sure to have it base-coated 
with white gesso before class.
